      This year marks the 

Golden Anniversary of our 

Incorporation as a Non-

Profit organization.  The 

passing of this milestone 

brought several related 

thoughts to mind.  First, an 

organization such as ours, 

with its wide range of ac-

tivities, legal standards and 

specific requirements, plus 

many individual personali-

ties, does not endure and 

prosper unless it is 

founded upon and man-

aged by gold standards of 

values and expectations.         

Our values include: always 

putting the well-being, 

growth, and development 

of our clients first . More-

over, as challenges inevita-
bly come along, they will 

be met with creativity, 

courage, flexibility, and in-

tegrity.  And, at all times, 

we will be scanning the 

horizon for opportunities 

to make us better at what 

we do. 

     Recent times have 

strongly tested all of the 

attributes strongly held and 

usually exercised by our 

agency. A combination of  

òpoliticsó (in the worst 

sense of that word) and 

incompetence both in gov-

ernmentõs elected and ap-

pointed superstructure has 

not rewarded the efficient  

use we make of taxpayer 

dollars in serving our siz-

able number of clients.  In 

fact, we have been cut con-

siderably at a variety of 

levels; more so than many 

directly funded govern-

ment functions in our soci-

ety.   

     The combination of our 

sustaining standards and 

expectations with recent 

economic negatives has 

called for tough decisions 

and major effort to expand 

non-government sources 

of revenue so as to con-

tinue our purpose and 

commitments to our cli-

ents.  This effort has fo-

cused upon utilizing our 

full capacity to bring in 
contract income from busi-

nesses and individuals, and 

even to expand that capac-

ity where possible.  Most 

folks in the North Valley of 

California who know of us 

at all are not aware of our 

capability to produce, as-

semble, service, ware-

house, package, mail, 

shred, and otherwise re-

spond to the needs of 

small and medium-sized 

businesses, agricultural 

producers, school districts, 

and other non-profits.  We 

are now putting a major 

emphasis on helping those 

folks, especially contract 

decision makers, to know 

of our diversity and quality 

of contract fulfilling capac-

ity.  Weõre doing the  

best we can to achieve a 

steep learning curve in this 

regard, hoping to minimize, 

but learn from, our mis-

takes while maximizing our 

successes on individual and 

organizational levels.   

     A companion effort is 

to inform any concerned 

or interested members of 

the public who might be 

disposed or motivated to 

donate resources to us to 

do so. These would mostly 

be for specific extra or 

ònice to haveó items, ex-

periences, or facilities for 

the enrichment of benefits 
to our clients. Any general 

donations could be di-

rected to endowment 

funds which, when built to 

sufficient amounts, provide 

a òcushionó against future 

unforeseen conditions.  

     All in all, it has been an 

outstanding 50 years, 

thanks to many extraordi-

nary people. Those of us 

involved at this point in 

this proud history are 

committed to provide 

stewardship of our core 

values and also to provide 

creative, productive initia-

tives to keep WTC vital 

under current and future 

circumstances.

   The independent living skill curricu-

lum is designed to support the artists 

to increase skills in all areas of running 

the business, including inventory man-

agement and pricing, handling money, 

customer relations, product display, 

as well as cleaning of the work and 

shop areas at the end of each day.   

   The program offers a 1:4 staff-to-

client ratio.  One on-site Program 

Coordinator and two Instructors pro-

vide the instruction and training.  The 

program is open Monday-Friday, from 

9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m., with staff 

working 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. 

   Throughout this moving project, 

there have been those who have 

given above and beyond the norm, 

and their benevolent generosity was 

an integral part of the successful re-

sults.  We cannot thank Bob and 

Marge Crawford, owners of the 

building and property, for their sup-

port of MIP, and for putting that sup-

port into action.  Their contributions 

have been substantial, and many.   

   Staff and Clients alike, proudly 

opened the doors to the new Made In 

Paradise facility on December 9, 2009.  

After much planning, packing, remod-

eling, and just general hard work that 

goes with this kind of major move, 

the final results were amazing and 

exciting. 

   Made In Paradise is an artist studio, 

gift shop, and gallery.  The purpose of 

the program is to provide a creative 

outlet and small business for individu-

als to develop their artistic , inde-

pendent living, communication and 

public social skills.  Additionally, Made 

In Paradise provides gallery space to 

display and sell products crated by 

individuals receiving services in other 

WTC programs, and organizations 

providing services to people with dis-

abilities, as well as       guest artists 

from our local community.
