Additionally, 

Made in Paradise provides 

gallery space to display and 

sell products created by 

individuals receiving 

services in other WTC 

programs, and 

organizations providing 

services to people with 

disabilities, as well as guest 

artists from our local 

community. 
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Community Involvement 

The artists 

enrolled in 
Made in 

Paradise are 
involved in 

community art 
related 

activities 

which include 
visiting art 

galleries, 
museums and 

art supply 
stores.  Community classes may 

be arranged if the individuals 

show an interest in a particular 
medium that is not offered at the 

Crafts Shop, such as glass 
blowing.  Additionally, the 

individuals receiving services 
enjoy an 

occasional lunch 
out, or other 

excursions to 

gather 
inspiration and 

enjoy each 
otherõs company 

in a more social 
setting. 

 

Staffing  

The program offers a 1:4 staff-to-
client ratio.  One on-site 

Program Coordinator and two 

Instructors provide the 
instruction and training.  The 

program is open Monday-Friday; 
hours of operation are 9:00 a.m. 

to 3:00 p.m., with staff working 
8:00 a.m to 4:30 p.m. 
 

We are located on the Skyway in 
Paradise (between Elliott & 

Maxwell).   We are licensed by 

Community Care Licensing , 
meet the stringent accreditation 

standards of CARF International, 
and meet all accessibility

making,

various media, based on the interest 
of the individuals receiving services.  

Other modalities will be introduced 
as directed by the clients.  The 

facility offers a visible studio work 

space, as well as a separate gallery 
and gift shop area.   

 
Independent living skill curriculum is 

designed to support the artists to 
increase skills in all areas of running 

the business, including inventory 
management and pricing, handling 

money, customer relations, product 

display, as well as cleaning of the 
work and shop areas at the end of 

each day.  Individuals receiving 
services are involved in purchasing 

supplies, managing inventory, and 
picking up items at other WTC 

programs for sale. 
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
